Mayor Krebs called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  

1. Minutes 
Minutes of the Regular Meeting of April 19, 2010, were approved as written by motion of Trustee Moncreiff, seconded by Trustee Lohrey; carried, Mayor Krebs, Trustees  Moncreiff, Lohrey, Bentley and Skelton voting yes, none opposed.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mayor Krebs opened the public comment portion of the meeting to address any items that 

were not on the agenda this evening. 

Paul Schmitter of 57 East Main St. addressed the Mayor and Board at this time.  The first item Mr. Schmitter mentioned was excessive noise during the night near his residence.  Mr. Schmitter feels a great deal of this noise (motorcycles, revving engines, etc.) is being 
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generated by patrons of a local business (bar).  Mayor Krebs thanked Mr. Schmitter for his input regarding this matter and advised him that Chief Fox will pass this information on to the Springville Police patrols.

Mr. Schmitter at this time asked permission of the Mayor and Board to use the 158.820
    Frequency
mhz (921 frequency) from noon on 6/3/10 until 7 pm on 6/6/10 during the Dairyfest.  The

only people who will be using the frequency will be Mr. Schmitter and Steve Bugary who are the only two persons who do volunteer security during the Dairyfest.  The reason Mr. Schmitter makes this request is that it would provide for a faster response for police and/or fire assistance.  After discussion and pending approval from the Control Center, motion was made by Trustee Bentley, seconded by Trustee Skelton; carried, Mayor Krebs, Trustees Bentley, Skelton, Moncreiff and Lohrey voting yes, none opposed to authorizing Paul Schmitter and Steve Bugary to use 158.820mhz (921 frequency) for emergency use during the upcoming 2010 Dairyfest.

Springville Griffith Institute School Superintendent Vicki Wright addressed the Mayor and Board regarding the upcoming school district budget vote on May 18, 2010.
There being no further questions or comments Mayor Krebs closed the Public Comment portion of the meeting.

WHEREAS, The Village of Springville was incorporated on April 11, 1834 and

WHEREAS, The Springville Volunteer Fire Company was established on February 1, 1882 by members of the community coming together to form an organization dedicated to provide for the safety of its citizens and protection of property affected by fire other natural disasters, and

WHEREAS, The location of the original charter of the Springville Volunteer Fire Company is unknown and possibly lost to antiquity, and
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WHEREAS, The Springville Volunteer Fire Company continues to serve and protect the community to this day by fighting fires, providing emergency medical services, search and rescue operations and general support during emergency situations, and

WHEREAS, The Village of Springville provides the funding necessary for the purchase, operation maintenance and storage of all fire, rescue and EMS equipment based on annual budgets submitted by the Fire Company and approved by the Springville Board of Trustees.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,

The Springville Volunteer Fire Company was organized under the jurisdiction of the Village of Springville based on the laws or statutes at the time and; as funded by the Village of Springville it continues as an active organization serving the community to this day.
