2. Light Bar
After discussion motion was made by Trustee Bentley, seconded by Trustee Skelton;

approving the purchase of two vehicle light bars.  There is $3,000 remaining from the 
FEMA grant which is currently in the Unappropriated Fund Balance which will be transferred to the Fire Equipment account for this purchase. 



BUILDING INSPECTOR/CEO

3. Flea Market
BI/CEO Mike Kaleta has received a license application from the Roosa family who own the Springville Center Plaza requesting permission to use the southern part of the parking lot between Walmart and the Springville Center Plaza for a flea market on Saturdays and Sundays from May 2010 – September 2010. 
· There would be a limit of 38 rental spots with size being approximately 28’ x 304’.

· There have been no requests of the Village of Springville (utilities, etc.)

· No week-to-week outdoor storage or parking will be permitted.

· No tarping/storing will be permitted.

· There will be a total breakdown of all materials each week.

· Garbage cleanup and restrooms are a requirement and the responsibility of the event organizers.
· Sandwich signs will be allowed the days of the events.

· Vendors must acquire proper permits for the goods they are selling

        (ie. food sales, firearm sales, etc.) 

Motion was made by Trustee Bentley, seconded by Trustee Moncreiff; carried, Mayor Krebs, Trustees Bentley, Moncreiff, Lohrey and Skelton voting yes none opposed to approving the license application for the Flea Market event discussed above providing that all conditions discussed are met.
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4.  Distressed
BI/CEO Mike Kaleta informed the Mayor and Board that the distressed property

5. Salem 
BI/CEO Kaleta has received a letter requesting permission for Salem Lutheran Church to

 use the grassy area behind their parking lot to set up a 20’ x 60’ tent for an outdoor

service.  This would take place on June 6, 2010 to coincide with the Dairy Fest.  Mr. Kaleta dropped off an event application.


After discussion, motion was made by Trustee Moncreiff, seconded by Trustee Lohrey; carried, Trustees Moncreiff, Lohrey, Bentley and Skelton voting yes, none opposed to allowing Salem Lutheran Church to use the grassy area behind their church for an outdoor service on June 6, 2010 with the following conditions;

· the area is restored to its current condition.

· the newly planted trees are not disturbed.

· there will be no fee for this event.

· pending a successful application.

opposed to amend the changes in the Event Application to reflect the change in language pertaining to insurance.  The new language is as such;
All events must obtain, at a minimum, liability insurance policy in the amount of one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) and name as additional insureds, on a primary and noncontributory basis, the Village of Springville, its employees, interim administrators, elected and appointed officials, and its authorized volunteers and committee members.

Additional insurance coverage may be required at the discretion of the Village depending on the type of event to be held.

The Village of Springville requires proof of compliance with the insurance procurement  requirement through a certificate of insurance, a copy of the declarations page of the policy, and a copy of the additional insured endorsement to the policy which affords additional insured status.

approve the demolition of any building they would like to see information about the structural integrity of the building in question and efforts made in Code Enforcement and/or to sell the property to someone who would maintain the property.  Mayor Krebs asked Village Attorney Audrey Seeley according to the Village of Springville codes to clarify the relationship between HPC and public safety as well as the responsibilities of the HPC and the Board of Trustees in relation to public safety.  This request is subsequent to a request of the HPC to meet with Kelly O’Neal Adams, Village of Springville Prosecutor, upon the recommendation of Attorney John Doran.  The request is to meet is to discuss the process of using Village code to enforce HPC fines.  Mayor Krebs feels that a definition must be made regarding demolition thresholds.  Mayor Krebs wants to make sure that it is known that economic development initiative as well as public safety are of high importance to the Village of Springville.

You are further commanded to receive and collect such sums without additional charge between the first day of June and the first day of July 2010, both inclusive; and thereafter to collect with such of the sums as have not been therefore collected and additional charge of seven and one-half per centum for the first month or fraction thereof, and one and one-half per centum for each month or fraction thereof until paid.

You are further commanded to file the tax roll and warrant in your office on or before the first day of November 2010 and to deliver to the Board of Trustees at the same time an account of the taxes remaining due and unpaid; describing each parcel of real property upon which taxes are unpaid, showing the person or persons to whom the parcel is assessed and showing as to each parcel the amount of tax unpaid.

RECOGNIZE THE LAST DATE IN WHICH AN AGREEMENT WITH THE COUNTY OF 

ERIE FOR FUNDING TO REPAIR SOUTH BUFFALO STREET MUST BE REACHED AND 

SECURE FUNDING FOR BANK STABILIZATION AND WASTEWATER TREATMENT

FACILITY WORK IN THE EVENT AN AGREEMENT IS NOT REACHED WITH COUNTY 

OF ERIE


WHEREAS, the United States Department of Agriculture, Natural Resources Conservation Service (“USDA NRCS”) has earmarked $3 million in funding for the repair of a drop structure and culvert at South Buffalo Street in the Village of Springville (“the drop structure/culvert repair project”), as well as bank stabilization downstream of the drop structure and culvert up to and including the Village of Springville Waste Water Treatment Facility (“the bank stabilization project”).


WHEREAS, the Village of Springville has already committed to securing some or all of the available funding from USDA NRCS to stabilize the stream bank located at the Waste Water Treatment Facility (“the Waste Water Treatment Facility project”).


WHEREAS, the Village of Springville will commit to securing some or all of the available funding from USDA NRCS for the bank stabilization project.


WHEREAS, the Village of Springville has engaged in good faith discussions and negotiations with the County of Erie to secure some of the available funding from USDA NRCS for the drop structure/culvert repair project as South Buffalo Street is a County of Erie road.

WHEREAS, the Village of Springville cannot participate in the drop structure/culvert repair project without the County of Erie’s participation in said project.


WHEREAS, it is recognized that the only reason why the drop structure/culvert repair project qualifies for funding with the USDA NRCS is the existence of the drop structure.


WHEREAS, the Village of Springville and the County of Erie have not yet come to an agreement on the allocation of the required 25% match for the USDA NRCS funding as well as those costs that are not eligible for USDA NRCS funding for the drop structure/culvert repair project.


WHEREAS, the USDA NRCS has advised the Village of Springville that it needs a decision on the Village of Springville’s participation in the drop structure/culvert repair project, the bank stabilization project, and the Waste Water Treatment Facility project no later than Thursday, May 27, 2010, otherwise the funding will be allocated to Southern areas of the United States recently damaged by flooding.

WHEREAS, the Village of Springville must take action by or before Thursday, May 27, 2010, with regard to the drop structure/culvert repair project, the bank stabilization project, and the Waste Water Treatment Facility project to ensure that it does not lose the funding available to it by the USDA NRCS.
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Village of Springville authorizes the Superintendent of the Department of Public Works (“the Superintendent”), the Village Administrator (“the Administrator”), and the Village Attorney to continue good faith negotiations and make every reasonable effort to reach an agreement with the County of Erie before or by Thursday, May 27, 2010 with regard to the drop structure/culvert repair project; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that in the event that the Village of Springville cannot reach an agreement with the County of Erie before or by Thursday, May 27, 2010, with regard to the drop structure/culvert repair project then the Village of Springville authorizes the Superintendent, the Administrator, and the Village Attorney to take the necessary steps to secure up to and including the $3 million in funding available from the USDA NRCS for the bank stabilization and Waste Water Treatment Facility projects.
