2.  Transmission
After discussion, motion was made by Trustee Skelton, seconded by Trustee Cranston;
     Congestion  
carried, Mayor Krebs, Trustees Skelton, Cranston, Bentley and Moncreiff voting yes, 
     Charge
none opposed to authorizing the Village of Springville to purchase TCC (Transmission
     Insurance
Congestion Charge) insurance protection for 7 mega watts of power at a cost of approximately $605 per month.  This amount of protection will eliminate the high spikes in congestion charges that we currently experience.  By accepting the TCC protection we are guaranteed a 10 year fixed price on TCC’s by the NYISO.  If we no longer need TCC protection, we can discontinue the protection but once discontinued you cannot reenter the insurance.  The notice to purchase the TCC’s must be forwarded to the NYISO and NYMPA by June 5, 2009.  A payment of 25% ($1813) will be sent with the agreement and then in November of 2009 the remainder ($5439) of the payment will be sent in.

OLD BUSINESS

3.  Cats

At this time the Mayor and Board continued the discussion regarding the problem with 

outdoor cats within the Village.  After discussion, motion was made by Trustee Moncreiff, seconded by Trustee Skelton; carried, Mayor Krebs, Trustees Moncreiff, Skelton, Bentley and Cranston voting yes, none opposed to have Village Attorney 
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Audrey Seeley draw up an amendment to the current Village Code changing the Table of Use and adding definitions to Chapter 200.

At this time Mayor Krebs discussed the correct way Village Office Personnel should be handling complaints regarding stray cats.  After further discussion, motion was made by Trustee Skelton, seconded by Trustee Moncreiff; carried, Mayor Krebs, Trustees Skelton, Moncreiff, Bentley and Cranston voting yes, none opposed to approving the below referral policy

Cat Complaint Referrals
When a resident complains about a cat problem, refer the caller according to the referral  list below:

Emergency Responses:

1.  Threatening Behavior:  a cat threatening human beings (continued menacing aggressive behavior, or actual attacks)


Call 911
2.  Animal Safety:

A cat’s health and well being is in jeopardy (abuse by humans, starvation, overcrowded and unhealthy quarters, obvious wounds)


SPCA  875-7360
Code Enforcement Problems

1.  Cat Colony in Neighborhood (many strays causing nuisance problems including night noise, spraying, fecal matter)



Refer to CEO
CEO will visit house and inspect for violation of Village Code, interview complainant and attempt to determine owners of cats. If warranted, CEO will make referral to Feral Cat Focus (888-902-9717) and Erie County Health (858-2128) to advise owner about cat colony management and health problems.  CEO will advise that domestic cats are the responsibility of the owner, and feral cats are the responsibility of the property owner.

2.  Nuisance Cat in Neighborhood.



Refer to CEO 

CEO will visit house and inspect for violation of Village Code, interview complainant and attempt to determine owner of cat.  If warranted, CEO will make referral to Feral Cat Focus (888-902-9717), and Erie County Health (858-2128) to advise owner on cat problem.  CEO will advise that cats are the responsibility of the owner, and feral cats are the responsibility of the property owner.

WHEREAS there has been proposed a “NEW YORK STATE MUNICIPAL WORKERS’ COMPENSATION ALLIANCE PLAN DOCUMENT” pursuant to Section 50 3-a of the Workers’ Compensation Law (hereinafter “the Plan”); and

WHEREAS the Village of Springville is eligible for membership in the Plan; and

WHEREAS the Village of Springville has made an independent investigation of the Plan and reviewed the plan document, and has concluded that it would be in the interest of the Village of Springville to participate therein; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED that the Village of Springville enter into membership in the Plan pursuant to Section 50 Subdivision 3-a of the Workers’ Compensation Law; and be it further

RESOLVED that Mayor William Krebs be and hereby is authorized and instructed to execute the Plan’s charter document on behalf of the Village of Springville; and be it further

RESOLVED that the custody of all joint moneys by the Plan Administrator under the Plan be and the same hereby is approved.
