A RESOLUTION DETERMINING THE EMERGENCY DROP STRUCTURE REPAIR PROJECT ON SOUTH BUFFALO STREET IS A TYPE II ACTION UNDER THE NEW YORK STATE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY REVIEW ACT
WHEREAS, the Village does hereby find and determine that a public emergency exists in the Village of Springville at South Buffalo Street, arising out of an unforeseen occurrence or condition, namely flooding, whereby circumstances affecting the life, health, safety and property of the Village of Springville require immediate action. 
WHEREAS, the condition created by the flooding was the collapse of South Buffalo Street and the failure of a drop structure above South Buffalo Street.
WHEREAS, the condition occurred near Springville Youth Incorporated (“SYI”) which serves as the recreation center for at least three municipalities, including the Village.  The condition poses a serious life and safety risk to those children who are forced to traverse through the area to reach SYI to participate in recreational activities.
WHEREAS, the condition created an immediate threat to public health and safety as the Village’s main sewer line is located on South Buffalo Street which is in immediate threat of fracturing.  If the main sewer line were to fracture then the result would be the discharge of 150,000 gallons of raw sewage per day into Spring Brook, a recognized rainbow and steelhead trout stream and public waterway.
WHEREAS, South Buffalo Street is a part of the emergency evacuation route for the West Valley Demonstration Project as approved by the Nuclear Regulatory Commission.  The inability to use South Buffalo Street creates a public life, health, and safety risk in the event that there will be no planned evacuation route in the event of an emergency.
WHEREAS, the Village just over 30 days ago secured funding for the emergency repair with the United States Department of Agriculture, Natural Resource Conservation Service, which requires the emergency repair to be completed no later than September 30, 2010, or else funding for the emergency repair is lost.
WHEREAS, the emergency repair will be completed by or before September 30, 2010, and the repair will not substantially alter the structures that currently exist or change the roadway as it currently exists.
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WHEREAS, the Village has ensured that during the course of this emergency repair actions taken to perform the emergency repair will result in the least change or disturbance, under the circumstances, to the environment.
WHEREAS, the Village, in reviewing the emergency repair project of South Buffalo Street and the associated drop structure, has taken a hard look at it under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, hereinafter referred to as SEQR.
WHEREAS, the Village finds that the emergency repair of South Buffalo Street and the repair of the associated drop structure is a Type II action under 6 NYCRR 617.5(c)(33) warranting no further action under SEQR.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village finds and declares that the emergency repair of South Buffalo Street and the repair of the associated drop structure is a Type II action under 6 NYCRR 617.5(c)(33) warranting no further action under SEQR. 
This resolution will take effect immediately.

A BOND RESOLUTION, DATED JULY 19, 2010, OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF SPRINGVILLE, ERIE COUNTY, NEW YORK (THE “VILLAGE”), AUTHORIZING A WATERWAY IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT IN THE VILLAGE, AT AN ESTIMATED MAXIMUM COST OF $1,300,000, AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF SERIAL BONDS IN AN AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $500,000 PURSUANT TO THE LOCAL FINANCE LAW TO FINANCE SAID PURPOSE, SAID AMOUNT TO BE OFFSET BY ANY FEDERAL, STATE, COUNTY AND/OR LOCAL FUNDS RECEIVED, AND DELEGATING THE POWER TO ISSUE BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES IN ANTICIPATION OF THE SALE OF SUCH BONDS TO THE VILLAGE TREASURER.

WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Springville, Erie County, New York (the “Village”), in conjunction with the United States Department of Agriculture-Natural Resources Conservation Service and the County of Erie, desires to undertake a waterway improvements project primarily along Spring Brook to install emergency watershed protection measures to relieve hazards and damages created by the August, 2009 Storm; and 

WHEREAS, such watershed protection measures are more fully described in reports and plans on file in the office of the Village Clerk.  

NOW THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Village Board of Trustees (the “Board”) (by the favorable vote of not less than two-thirds of all the members of the Board of Trustees) as follows:

The specific purpose (hereinafter referred to as “Purpose”) to be financed pursuant to this resolution is a waterway improvements project along Spring Brook in the Village including, but not limited to, the stabilization of Spring Brook and the installation of a 
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drop structure and any necessary site work (including, but not limited to, the reconstruction of South Buffalo Street and appurtenant utility lines), acquisition of apparatus, equipment and other improvements in connection therewith and all preliminary costs and costs incidental thereto. The estimated maximum cost of said purpose is $1,300,000.  

The Village Board of Trustees plans to finance the estimated maximum cost of said purpose by the application of grant funds and by the issuance of serial bonds in an amount not to exceed $500,000 of the Village, hereby authorized to be issued therefore pursuant to the Local Finance Law, said amount to be offset by any additional federal, state, county and/or local funds received.  Unless paid from other sources, the cost of such acquisition is to be paid by the levy and collection of taxes on all real property in the Village to pay principal of said bonds and the interest thereon as the same shall become due and payable. 

It is hereby determined that said purpose is an object or purpose described in subdivision 3 of paragraph (a) of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, and that the period of probable usefulness of said purpose is 30 years; however, the bonds issued pursuant to this resolution, and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of said bonds, shall mature no later than five years from the date of original issuance of said bonds or notes.

Current funds are not required to be provided prior to the issuance of the bonds authorized by this resolution or any notes issued in anticipation of the sale of said bonds.

It is hereby determined the proposed maturity of the obligations authorized by this resolution will not exceed five years.

The faith and credit of the Village are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds (and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of such bonds) as the same respectively become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds or notes becoming due and payable in such year.  Unless paid from other sources, there shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property of the Village a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds or notes as the same become due and payable.

Subject to the provisions of this resolution and of the Local Finance Law, pursuant to the provisions of Section 30.00 relative to the authorization of the issuance of bond anticipation notes or the renewals of said notes and of Section 21.00, Section 50.00, Sections 56.00 to 60.00, Section 62.00 and Section 63.00 of the Local Finance Law, the powers and duties of the Village Board of Trustees pertaining or incidental to the sale and issuance of the obligations herein authorized, including but not limited to authorizing bond anticipation notes and prescribing the terms, form and contents and as to the sale and issuance of the bonds herein authorized and of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds, and the renewals of said notes, are hereby delegated to the Village Treasurer, the chief fiscal officer of the Village.

The temporary use of available funds of the Village, not immediately required for the purpose or purposes for which the same were borrowed, raised or otherwise created, is hereby authorized pursuant to Section 165.10 of the Local Finance Law, for the purpose or purposes described in Section 1 of this resolution.  The Village then reasonably expects to reimburse any such expenditures (to the extent made after the date hereof or 
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within 60 days prior to the date hereof) with the proceeds of the bonds authorized by Section 2 of this resolution (or with the proceeds of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of such bonds).  This resolution shall constitute the declaration of the Village’s “official intent” to reimburse the expenditures authorized by Section 2 hereof with such bond or note proceeds, as required by United States Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2.

The Village Treasurer is further authorized to take such actions and execute such documents as may be necessary to ensure the continued status of the interest on the bonds authorized by this resolution, and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, as excludable from gross income for federal income tax purposes pursuant to Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) and to designate the bonds authorized by this resolution, and any notes issued in anticipation thereof as “qualified tax-exempt bonds” in accordance with Section 265(b)(3)(B)(i) of the Code.

The Village Treasurer is further authorized to enter into a continuing disclosure agreement with the initial purchaser of the bonds or notes authorized by this resolution, containing provisions which are satisfactory to such purchaser in compliance with the provisions of Rule 15c2-12, promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934.

The Village has complied in every respect with all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations regarding environmental matters, including compliance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”), comprising Article 8 of the Environmental Conservation Law and, in connection therewith, duly issued a negative declaration and/or other applicable documentation, and therefore, no further action under the State Environmental Quality Review Act is necessary.

The validity of said serial bonds or of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of said serial bonds may be contested only if:

such obligations were authorized for an object or purpose for which the Village is not authorized to expend money, or

(b)
if the provisions of the law which should be complied with as of the date of publication of this notice were not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of such publication of this notice; or

such obligations were authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution of New York.
The Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish this resolution, or a summary thereof, together with a notice in substantially the form provided by Section 81.00 of said Local Finance Law, in a newspaper having a general circulation in the Village and hereby designated as the official newspaper of the Village for such publication.

As the Village recognizes the importance of an attractive streetscape in the B-1 Business


District, and as the Village provides services to enhance the business district such as snow removal, enhanced street lighting, electric outlets for holiday lighting, maintenance of the municipal parking lot, and special event services, the Village of Springville enters into this agreement with the Springville Area Chamber of Commerce to provide hanging flower baskets in the Springville B-1 District as outlined in the following provisions.

Village agrees to pay SACC $2,500.00 to provide and maintain hanging flower baskets according to the following conditions:

1. Length of Time:  The hanging flower baskets will be displayed from May 15 to as long as possible.

2. Number of Hanging Baskets:  SACC will provide and maintain at least 25 hanging baskets.

3. Installation and Removal:  The Village will install and remove the hanging baskets on the utility pole brackets.

4. Maintenance:  SACC will water, fertilize, and otherwise maintain the hanging baskets.
SACC agrees to pay the Village $500.00 as lease payment for the use of the Irrigation Cart according to the following conditions:

1. Purpose:  SACC hereby leases the Irrigation Cart from the Village for the purpose of watering and fertilizing the hanging baskets in the Springville B-1 Business District.

2. Storage:  SACC will store and secure the Irrigation Cart in a safe place.
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3. Proper Use:  SACC will use the Irrigation Cart for the purpose stated in this agreement and in a manner for which it is designated.

4. Return of Cart:  SACC will return the Irrigation Cart to the Village at the end of the growing season.

Lamb & Webster has donated the use of a tractor for this year but SACC will investigate other options for next year.
