1. Minutes 
Minutes of the Regular Meeting of October  5, 2009, were approved after correction by motion of Trustee Moncreiff, seconded by Trustee Bentley; carried, Mayor Krebs, Trustees Moncreiff, Bentley, Cranston and Skelton voting yes, none opposed.  


PUBLIC COMMENT

Mayor Krebs opened the public comment portion of the meeting to address any items that

Lynette Crelly of Trading Post Community Care Center addressed the Mayor and Board about their previous request for a waiver to the requirement for the installation of a 1,000 gallon grease trap.  Ms. Crelly further explained the plans of the Care Center to provide twice monthly meals to those in need.  Mayor Krebs advised Ms. Crelly to work with
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BI/CEO Mike Kaleta and Superintendent of Public Works Karl Lux in resolving this issue.
There being no further questions or comments Mayor Krebs closed the Public Comment portion of the meeting.

2.  Local Law
 Mayor Krebs opened the duly advertised Public Hearing regarding Local Law C-2009.

none opposed to closing the Public Hearing regarding Local Law C-2009.

Motion was made by Trustee Bentley, seconded by Trustee Skelton; carried, Mayor Krebs, Trustees Bentley, Skelton, Cranston and Moncreiff voting yes, none opposed to adopting the below Local Law C-2009.

LOCAL LAW C – 2009

A LOCAL LAW to amend chapters 150, 155, and 200, Articles vi, vii, XIX TO REQUIRE THAT NO DRIVEWAY, ROADWAY, OR ACCESS CONNECTION ALTER A VILLAGE OWNED PAVED OR CONCRETE STORM WATER gutter, sidewalk, or anything within the village right of way OR INTERFERE WITH VILLAGE SNOW PLOWING or snow removal OPERATIONS.

BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Springville as follows:

Section 1.
Chapter 150, Streets and Sidewalks, §150-1. Permit required., is hereby amended to include the following additional sections:

C. No person, firm, association, public utility or corporation, municipal or otherwise, shall construct, repair, replace, resurface or otherwise alter a concrete or asphalt driveway, roadway or access connection on any village street which will any way alter, remove, cut up, destroy, elevate or lower any village owned paved or concrete storm water gutters, sidewalk, curbing, or anything located within the village right of way for any purpose without first obtaining a permit therefore from the Village Clerk.  

D. No driveway, roadway or access connection shall be elevated from the adjacent village street at their point of intersection in such a way as to interfere with village snow plowing or snow removal operations.

Section 2.
Chapter 155, Subdivision of Land, Article III, Design Standards, is hereby amended to include the following additional section:


§155-10.1. Driveways, Roadway and Access Connections.

A.
Driveways and roadway and access connections shall be subject to and comply with Chapter 150 of the Village Code.
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Section 3.
Chapter 200, Zoning, Article VI, Supplemental Use and Dimensional Regulations, is hereby amended to include the following additional section:


§200-19.2.
Driveways, Roadway and Access Connections.

A.
Driveways and roadway and access connections shall be subject to and comply with Chapter 150 of the Village Code.

Section 4.
Chapter 200, Zoning, Article VII, Off-Street Parking and Loading, §200-27. Design requirements., is hereby amended to include the following additional section:

J.
Driveways and roadway and access connections shall be subject to and comply with Chapter 150 of the Village Code.

Section 5.
Chapter 200, Zoning, Article XIX, Road Access  Standards, §200-146. Standards and requirements., A. Access requirements, (5) Driveway design., is hereby amended to include the following additional section:

(d)
Driveways and roadway and access connections shall be subject to and comply with Chapter 150 of the Village Code.

Section 6.
This local law shall be deemed to supersede and repeal any other local laws to the extent therein inconsistent herewith.  If any part of the local law shall be judicially declared to be invalid, void, unconstitutional or unenforceable, all unaffected provisions hereof shall survive such declaration and this local law shall remain in full force and effect as if the invalidated portion had not been enacted.  Nothing herein shall be deemed to be a waiver or restriction upon any rights and power available to the Village of Springville to further regulate the subject matter of this local law.

Section 7.
This local law shall become immediately effective upon filing with the New York State Secretary of State, in accordance with the Municipal Home Rule Law.
