After the Pledge of Allegiance, Chairman Batterson called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m. 

Chairman Batterson then asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the October 13, 2009 minutes. 

Seth Wochensky  made the motion to approve, seconded by Alan Chamberlin. All in favor, none opposed.

Chairman Batterson then asked for a motion to table the minutes from the Novemeber 10, 2009 minutes.  The November minutes will be tabled until the February 9, 2010 meeting.

The first application for a Certificate of Appropriateness was from Chris Walters-Papa Jakes Saloon located at 243 W. Main St..  He is looking for sign approval for the new business which should be opening early February 2010.

After the Historic Preservation Commission discussed this application and finished reviewing the pictures, Chairman Batterson asked for a motion to vote.

 Seth Wochensky made the motion to approve the application with a stipulation to put a decorative border around the Side Entry Sign, seconded by Peter Swales. All in favor, none opposed.  
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The next application for a Certificate of Appropriateness was from the Springville Art Center.  They are looking for approval to do Roof Repairs to the Art Center.

After the Historic Preservation Commission discussed this application and finished reviewing the pictures, Chairman Batterson asked for a motion to vote.

Alan Chamberlain made the motion to approve the application as presented, seconded by Bill Skura. All in favor, none opposed.  

The board was made aware of new Driveway Permit that will be enforced.  The Board was asked to approve the application.  

After some discussion as to whether or not this pertained to the Historic Preservation Commission and in what capacity, Chariman Batterson asked for a motion to vote.

Bill Skura made the motion to approve the application as presented, seconded by Peter Swales. Four in favor, one obstained.  

Next, Seth Wochensky addressed the Board on what was going on with the Donut Shop located at 5 E. Main Street, Springville.  He discussed the fact that daylight can now be seen when you look through the window.  The roof has a huge hole in it.  Seth is concerned that the building is becoming or will become a danger to the public.  Seth believed that the Village of Springville should make a more active approach not a passive one.  The Village needs to take control sooner than later.

Seth Wochensky visited Kevin Weaver from the Ashley Furniture store and he told Seth that the Stickers on his window were only temporary. Seth mentioned to the board that there is now a Pawn Shop in the same location.

Seth would like to see the Building Inspector issue a violation to Kevin Weaver for the signs in his window.  Kevin has never been approved for signs at 18 E. Main Street since the Certificate of Appropriateness was incomplete.

A discussion about all of the signs popping up around the Village of Springville was had by the board.  Mayor Krebs thinks that the Planning Board should take a look at the Temporary Sign Code and maybe have it revised or clarified.

The name of the store, while not set in stone, will most likely be called the Concord Mercantile.  Other items being worked on are the sign designs, paint colors, stairs and ect.
