After the Pledge of Allegiance, Chairman Batterson called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m. 

Chairman Batterson then asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the November 9, 2010 meeting. 

Seth Wochensky made the motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Ala nChamberlin. All in favor, none opposed.

The first application for a Certificate of Appropriateness was from Daniel Johnson.  .  This application was presented at the November 9, 2010 meeting and is being reviewed again at this time.  Mr. Johnson is looking for an amendment from the stipulations that the board made at that time.  
After much discussion and review, Chairman Batterson asked for a motion to vote on the amendment.
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Seth Wochensky made the motion to amend the original Certificate of Appropriateness to allow for the windows and door trim to be as originally installed –Brick Mold Trim is sufficient.  Seconded by Richard VanOver.  All in favor, none opposed.
Jeff Russel from the Boys and Girls Club came to talk to the board about the previous application which was tabled due to insufficient information.  Jeff came in with a sign and is looking for approval at this time. 

After much discussion, Chairman Batterson asked for a motion to vote.

Seth Wochensky made the motion to approve the application with the stipulation that there be a minimal 1” three (3) dimensional decorative boarder on all four sides.  The boarder will be white in color.  Seconded by Alan Chamberlin.  All in favor, none opposed.

Chris Kelley submitted a Certificate of Appropriateness for 42 Pearl St..  This application is for the approval to enclose a porch on the side of the home. After much discussion, Chairman Batterson asked for a motion to vote.

Alan Chamberlin made motion to approve the enclosed porch as long as it meets Village Building Code. Seconded by Richard VanOver.  All in favor, none opposed.

Another Certificate of Appropriateness was submitted by Curt Benkelman.  This application is for the approval of windows, siding and a porch at 13 Elk Street. After much discussion, viewing pictures and talking with William Rupert who is the contractor on the project, Chairman Batterson asked for a motion to vote.  

Seth Wochensky made motion to approve the application with the following stipulations:  
· All windows to be Double Hung and sized as original with 4” Trim, cream in color.
· The Siding shall be cranberry with cream Trim and CornerPosts.  White Soffits which are plumb cut eave.
· The porch will have square Balusters - white or cream color.  Front porch to match the back porch.
Discussion was had about the Preservation League Membership and the board would like to seek the approval for the Village Board become the members of the Preservation League.  Dave Batterson asked for a motion to vote.
Seth Wochensky made motion to approve.  Seconded by Bill Skura.
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The board spent a lot of time discussing a memo sent to them from Mike Kaleta, the Building Inspector for Springville.  The memo was in reference to Vertical Sign as opposed to Horizontal Signs.  The Historic Preservation Board agreed that they would like to see some changes in the Design Standards.
After much review and discussion, David Batterson asked for a motion to vote.

Seth Wochensky made motion to accept the Village Codes 200-E, 200-F as they are written.  Seconded by Alan Chamberlin.  All in favor, none opposed.

Seth Wochensky made the motion to change the Design Standards to read that a Vertical Projected Permanent Banner can only be of a Low Sheen Fabric and strike the second floor or higher portion of the standards.  Seconded by Richard VanOver.
Seth Wochensky made the motion to adjourn at 8.55pm, seconded by Bill Skura. All in favor, none opposed.
