After the Pledge of Allegiance, Chairman Batterson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

Next, Chairman Batterson asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the August 11, 2009 minutes. Peter Swales made the motion, seconded by Alan Chamberlin. All in favor, none opposed.

The first application for the Certificate of Appropriateness was from St. Aloysius (McCarthy House) located at 77 W. Main Street.  The application is for a demolition of the home.  This application was an urgent matter and had to be decided on before the scheduled meeting in September.  The board members had a phone conference and decided to allow St. Aloysius tear down the McCarthy House.

Alan Chamberlin stated how the application was very vague just as other applications that have come before the Board.  Alan said he was uncomfortable with the application.
Bill Skura made motion to approve the application with strong suggestions of keeping a Historic width on the Trim and removing the Clap Board as to keep the Windows from being recessed.  Seth Wochensky seconded the motion.  All in favor, none opposed. 

Chairman Batterson mentioned that the Faith Baptist Church moved into his building and want to add a back door to the building.  No application has been filled out; he was just letting the members know about it.
The Board has also suggested changes to the Certificate of Appropriateness.  Clerk, Jennifer Blumenstein will make the changes and bring the Certificate in for approval by the Board.
