Chairman Rudnicki called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. With nothing else on the agenda this evening, the Planning Board used this meeting for a continuance of a previous area of concern, signs. 

First, Building Inspector/ CEO Mike Kaleta informed the Planning Board that he sent a letter to the property owner (Mrs. Frances Potter) regarding removing the Legacy and Kingsbrook signs along Route 219 (S. Cascade Dr.) Mr. Kaleta also sent a copy of the letter to Ted Winkey, the owner of the former Legacy. Mr. Winkey informed Mr. Kaleta that he would like to leave the sign and put advertisement on it for Allstate Insurance, for which Mr. Winkey is an agent. Mr. Kaleta stated that he informed Mr. Winkey that he will need to apply for a variance in order to change the existing sign. Mr. Kaleta also stated that he spoke to Mrs. Potter and she is receptive to removing the Kingsbrook sign. She stated that in the spring she will be having a contractor fill in the exposed existing foundation that was under the former building housing the Kingsbrook office. Mrs. Potter asked if the Village of Springville could wait to have the sign removed at that time, when the contractor is already there. Mr. Kaleta and the Planning Board agreed that it could wait until that time. 

Next, the Planning Board discussed the Village of Springville Code for the removal of signs. In the Code of the Village of Springville, it states that:
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§ 200-39.  Removal of signs.  
A.
The Code Enforcement Officer shall notify the owner of any sign which no longer serves the purpose for which a permit was granted or is unsafe, insecure or is a menace to the public or has been erected or installed in violation of this chapter, in writing, to remove or correct the unsatisfactory condition of said sign within 30 days from the date of such notice.  

B.
Upon failure to comply with such notice within the prescribed time, the Code Enforcement Officer is hereby authorized to remove or cause the removal of such sign. All costs and expenses incurred in removing said sign shall be charged to the owner of the sign and/or the owner of the land or building on which such sign is located.  

C.
The Code Enforcement Officer may cause any sign which is a source of immediate peril to persons or property to be removed summarily upon written notice to that effect. Failure to comply within 24 hours of such notice shall serve as an authorization to the Code Enforcement Officer to remove or cause the removal of such sign, with all costs and expenses charged as provided for Subsection B above.    
After some discussion the Planning Board felt that what the Code for the Village of Springville said was sufficient and that Mr. Kaleta has enough there to enforce when it may become necessary. Renee Miranda suggested possibly a letter attached to new permit applications informing applicants of sign removal.

Next, the Planning Board filled Bob Mulbauer, who was absent at the last meeting,  in on the possibility of a “Gateway” sign for the Village of Springville. Mr. Muhlbauer and the Planning Board still like the idea and would like to make that recommendation to the Village Board of Trustees. 
Lastly, Chairman Rudnicki asked for a motion to accept the minutes from the December 8, 2009 meeting. Renee Miranda made the motion, seconded by George Tedesco. All in favor, none opposed. 

Chairman Rudnicki asked for a motion to adjourn at 7:50 pm. Bob Muhlbauer made the motion, seconded by Renee Miranda. All in favor, none opposed. 

Meeting adjourned at 8:00 pm.
