Chairman Rudnicki called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. With nothing else on the agenda this evening, the Planning Board used this meeting as a session to discuss ideas and options on rezoning E. Main St. near Route 240.The purpose of this discussion is to aid in the design of an overlay district in an attempt to resolve zoning issues at the east end of E. Main St. 
Chairman Rudnicki stated that whatever ideas and decisions that the Planning Board gets they will pass along to the Village Board of Trustees to aid in their final decision. 

At this time Chairman Rudnicki called on the property owners from E. Main St. who was present to get up and say a few words regarding a possible overlay. 
Scott Nachbar, DVM, was the first to address the Board. Dr. Nachbar had drafted a letter and collected signatures from property owners that could be affected by an overlay district. Dr. Nachbar went on to explain why he and the other property owners felt that rezoning was necessary. Currently there are several non-conforming uses in this area. 
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Instead of issuing individual Use Variances from the Zoning Board of Appeals, the Planning Board could be doing site plan reviews for compliance.
Two other property owners, John DiBlasi of Cozy Corners restaurant and Barry Decker who owns the property where Zahm and Mattson, Pit Stop Pizzeria and a single family house is located, also got up and spoke about why they were in favor of the overlay rezoning. 

The Planning Board also discussed where the overlay rezoning would begin and end, depth and other possible stipulations. 

After more open discussion the Planning Board decided that they would continue this discussion next month and give Building Inspector/CEO Mike Kaleta a chance to go to E & M Engineers and acquire a more specific map of the east end of E. Main St. that would be better suited for the purpose of  figuring out boundaries. 
Lastly, Chairman Rudnicki asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the 01-13-09 meeting. Joe Emerling made the motion, seconded by George Tedesco. All in favor, none opposed.

Joe Emerling made the motion to adjourn at 8:45pm. Seconded by Bob Muhlbauer, all in favor, none opposed.
