Chairman Rudnicki called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. On the agenda this evening is a preliminary site plan from the HITS Foundation, application #5741. The HITS Foundation (Helping Individuals to Smile) is looking to build a Sports Complex on Zoar Rd., just within the Village of Springville limits. 
Building Inspector Mike Kaleta spoke on behalf of HITS Foundation, an organization that helps individuals participate in organized sports, particularly underprivileged children and adults. This organization was formed by Mr. Kaleta’s nephew, NHL player Pat Kaleta.  HITS Foundation has already purchased property on Zoar Rd. for the building. 
Mike Kaleta stated that HITS, has been formed to assist in funding and operating a sports complex. Serving the southern tier communities, HITS Foundation has the opportunity to assist under-served communities, low income families and special needs individuals.  Located in Springville, the complex will provide an indoor facility for ice hockey, roller hockey, figure skating, soccer, lacrosse, football, baseball and additional sports and activities. 
Following is the current plan which may need to be erected in phases with the first phase of getting the rink open:
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· Two steel truss, membrane structures (110’ x 220’ each)

· Regulation hockey rink 85’ x 200’

· Field house 110’ x 220’

· Block building 130’ x 85’ 

· 10 locker rooms

· Locker room showers and restrooms

· Pro shop 

· Full-service snack shop

· Enclosed seating area

· Public restrooms

· Storage rooms

· Offices

· Association meeting room

· Referee room

· Maintenance room/mechanical room

· Zamboni room

The area around Springville lacks a facility to supply a convenient place to participate in sports. This project location has a common property line with the Rt. 219 Expressway extension. Subsequently it will be very visible once open to traffic. 
Mr. Kaleta also prepared a HITS Foundation review for the Planning Board:

Parking

Auditorium, church, convention hall, gymnasium, stadium, theater, studio or other place of public assembly not otherwise classified  - 1 per 3 permanent seats or 1 per each 40 square feet of seating area where fixed seating is not provided.

No permanent seating. Possibly a set of bleachers 10’ x 100’ or at most 10’ x 200’.

2000 sqft @ 40 = 50 parking spots

Retail 1200 sqft @ 200 = 6

Snack Bar 750 sqft @ 200 = 4

Office 400 sqft @ 150 = 3

Meeting Room 400 sqft @ 40 = 10

This totals 73 spaces.
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This will not be sufficient for this business. We plan on having 100+ spaces.

5 will need to be van handicapped spaces per NYS Building Code.

9’ x 18’ minimum parking space. 24’ aisle width minimum.

1 truck loading space.

Lot Coverage 20% Allowed.

4.66 acres x 43,560 = 202,989.6 x 20% = 40,597.92 sqft allowed.

Center hub, block building – 130 x 85 = 11,050 sqft.

Domes 2 @ 110 x 220 = 24,200 each.

If domes count as coverage that is 29%. If not there is only 5%.

For IRS purposes domes are considered equipment.

If needed will apply for an area variance.

  Set Backs

Front 50’, side & rear 25’ and height 50’.

Signs

No plans as of yet. Looking for sponsor.

One pylon sign with message board and building mounted signs.

If sizes don’t meet code will apply for an area variance for pylon.

Access
Currently there is a gravel driveway at the most eastern edge of the property. Where the snowmobiles cross Zoar Road. Would like to keep it for a few reasons. One being the snowmobilers may still want to go through there. Could be used for a service road for building maintenance and dumping the snow from the Zamboni. Plan on using for utility hook-ups. 

The actual entrance would be at the west end about 30’ to 55’ away from the property line. A county permit will be applied for.

Not anticipating any pedestrian traffic to the site. No other sidewalks in the area.

The Village of Springville’s Department Input Sheet has been completed by all required departments. With there being no real issues, the Electric Department is going to need a few more specifics in regards to service, like consumption and demand requirements. 
At this time the Planning Board need not make a decision, but did not foresee any issues with this application. It is still uncertain if an application for an area variance will be needed for a sign, but HITS will apply for that when the time comes. If there is any other item that may require an area variance HITS will apply for them. 
Lastly, Chairman Rudnicki asked for a motion to accept the minutes from the January 12, 2010 meeting. George Tedesco made the motion, seconded by Renee Miranda. All in favor, none opposed.
