Co-Chairman Muhlbauer called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. The Planning Board used this meeting as a session as a continuation to discuss ideas and options of rezoning E. Main St. near Route 240. The purpose of this discussion is to aid in the design of an overlay district in an attempt to resolve zoning issues at the east end of E. Main St. 

After a little bit of discussion Co-Chairman Bob Muhlbauer asked if there was anyone in the public that would like to speak. 
Village Trustee Charles Cranston, who lives in very close proximity of E. Main St. on Vaughn St., had  some notes that he compiled for the Planning Board. Mr. Cranston wanted the Planning Board to be aware that he was opposed to the rezoning and felt that this had all been discussed and rejected in the past. 
The Planning Board said that they are only making a recommendation to the Village Board of Trustees, but they told Mr. Cranston that his letter was duly noted and they thanked him for his input.

After much discussion, the Planning Board decided to recommend to the Village Board boundaries they came up with for the possible overlay district. 
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The boundaries that the Planning Board came up with are as follows:

· The overlay is for properties with road frontage on E. Main St. only.
· Depth should be no deeper than 200 feet. 

· The south boundary of the overlay would begin on the west side of 459 E. Main Street (Nachbar property) and extend to and end at Route 240. 
· The north boundary of the overlay would begin on the west side of the First United Methodist Church at 474 E. Main St. and extend to and end at Route 240, including the Time Warner building facing Rt. 240.
With one last stipulation:

The Village Board of Trustees notifies all property owners affected by rezoning with a letter prior to any decisions being made.  
At this time Co-Chairman Muhlbauer asked for a motion to recommend with stipulations, the above boundaries to the Village Board of Trustees. Joe Emerling made the motion, seconded by Renee’ Miranda. All in favor, none opposed. 
The Planning Board did agree that there needed to be more discussion regarding identifying the uses for the proposed overlay. 
Lastly, Joe Emerling made the motion to adjourn at 8:00pm. Seconded by Renee Miranda, all in favor, none opposed.
