Co-Chairman Muhlbauer called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. On the agenda this evening is a continuation of site plan review from the HITS Foundation, application #5741. The HITS Foundation (Helping Individuals to Smile) is working on finalizing site plans to build a Sports Complex on Zoar Rd., just within the Village of Springville limits.  
HITS Foundation needed a clarification as to what was going to be allowed or not allowed for lot coverage. Are the domes going to be considered part of calculation for lot coverage? Village Code allows 20 percent lot coverage, if the domes are considered part of this calculation the lot coverage would be 29 percent. The center block building would only be 5 percent lot coverage. The reasoning for this is because the IRS considers this type of construction to be equipment and is depreciated as such. Town Assessor Bill Nellis was contacted to see how he would classify this project and had nothing else to compare it to make a comparison. After discussion by the Planning Board it was decided that the domes would be categorized as equipment and not considered into the lot coverage calculations and cannot be used as part of the sign calculations. 
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Next, Tom Kaleta from the HITS Foundation explained to the Planning Board about how much of an impact that this business and organization could have on the community. The Planning Board agreed that this opportunity for Springville is a wonderful thing. 
At this time the Planning Board need not make a decision, but did not foresee any issues with this application.  If there is any item that may require an area variance HITS will apply for them. 

At this time the Planning Board has also received a copy of the SEQR until they are determined to be lead agency. 
Lastly, Co-chairman Muhlbauer asked for a motion to accept the minutes from the February 9, 2010 meeting. Joe Emerling made the motion, seconded by George Tedesco. All in favor, none opposed. 

Co-chairman Muhlbauer asked for a motion to adjourn at 7:50 pm. Renee Miranda made the motion, seconded by George Tedesco. All in favor, none opposed.
