After the Pledge of Allegiance, Chairman Rudnicki called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. With there being no applications before the Planning Board, developer Mike Route’ would like to informally discuss with them his intentions regarding a parcel of property he is purchasing.

The property in question is located off of Carolina St. and is approximately 2.74 acres. Mr. Route’ stated that the project on N. Central Ave. that he had previously discussed with the Planning Board is not going to happen. He stated that the cost to acquire utilities on N Central Ave would be too excessive. 
Along with the 2.74 acres off of Carolina St., Mr. Route’ will also be purchasing 56 Carolina St.  56 Carolina St. is a two family home that has been vacant for some time due to a fire. Mr. Route’ intends to refurbish that property as the same two family dwelling. 

On the 2.74 acre parcel, Mr. Route’ would like to put four, two family homes. Due to the amount of frontage of the property, he could have 4 parcels and still meet Village of Springville minimum lot size per the code. At this time he stated that he hasn’t had a surveyor divide the lots up yet. He wanted to speak with the Planning Board first due to this project does not fit in with the current zoning of this parcel. 
In order for this project to work the property would have to be rezoned to either R8.5 or R-6. 
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After some discussion and conferring with CEO Mike Kaleta via phone, the Planning Board feels they are ready to make a recommendation.

The Planning Board would like to make the following recommendation to the Village of Springville Board of Trustees:  

Rezone a portion of the property at 54 Carolina Street, formerly known as the Sani-Fit/Steele property, after sub-division, from VI to R6. 
This recommendation is based on the following reasons: 

1. There is a lack of available properties properly zoned for two family homes. 

2. There is a lack of interest in industrial type uses within village limits.

3. 56 Carolina Street is an existing two family home that would be located adjacent to the property.

4. There is an unfilled demand for housing within the village.

5. There are no properties available with R6 zoning that are open to new development.
6. The inability for people to afford new housing and the lack of availability of rental property

7. This would be a step towards implementing a mixed land-use philosophy in the Main Street business neighborhoods.

8. In addition to all the reasons listed above, the Village of Springville has recently        rezoned some Industrial Park property to RM to allow more multiple family dwellings. With the increase in housing needs more property will have to be allocated for residential uses. 
Chairman Rudnicki asked for a motion to refer this recommendation to the Village Board of Trustees. Bob Muhlbauer made the motion, seconded by Nils Wikman. All in favor, none opposed. 

Lastly, Chairman Rudnicki asked for a motion to accept the minutes from the February 8, 2011 meeting as presented. Renee Miranda made the motion, seconded by Joe Emerling. All in favor, none opposed. 
Meeting adjourned at 7:58. Bob Muhlbauer made the motion, seconded by Renee Miranda. All in favor, none opposed.
