Chairman Rudnicki called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. The Planning Board used this meeting for a session as a continuation to discuss ideas and options of rezoning E. Main St. The purpose of this discussion is to aid in the design of an overlay district in an attempt to resolve zoning issues at the east end of E. Main St. 

The Planning Board decided to go through and decide what uses they would like to recommend that should be allowed in the proposed overlay district. 

Working with the Table of Regulations for a R8-5, the Planning Board agreed to recommend the following uses in the overlay district. 

· Buildings of mixed residential and commercial uses
· Buildings of multiple residential

· Dwellings lawfully existing prior to adoption of this chapter or any subsequent amendment hereto

· Auditorium, meeting hall with special exception

· Automobile laundry with special exception

· Bank with special exception

· Bed-and-Breakfast with special exception

· Funeral home with special exception
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· Greenhouse, plant nursery with special exception 

· Office: business, professional or utility with special exception

· Personal service shop: barbershop, beauty parlor, dry cleaning or laundry service of less that 4,000 square feet using only self contained solvent reclaiming units, professional studio, travel agency or similar shop with special exception
· Repair shop for household, business or personal appliances with special exception

· Restaurant with special exception

· Retail store or shop with special exception

· Shop for custom work and for making articles to be sold at retail on premises with special exception 

· Veterinarian, veterinary hospital with special exception

· Wholesale business with special exception

The Planning Board also has to figure out what they would like to see as far as signage for the proposed overlay. Chairman Rudnicki turned to Building Inspector Mike Kaleta for his help with the signage, reasoning that Mr. Kaleta is the person who deals with signage the most. 
At this time the Planning Board decided to table anymore discussion regarding the overlay and signage until next months meeting. This will allow the Planning Board members and Building Inspector Kaleta time to come up with ideas for signs in the overlay.

Lastly, Co-Chairman Muhlbauer asked for a motion to vote to accept the March 10, 2009 minutes. Joe Emerling made the motion, seconded by Renee Miranda. All in favor, none opposed. 

Chairman Rudnicki asked for a motion to adjourn at 8:30pm. George Tedesco made the motion, seconded by Bob Muhlbauer. All in favor, none opposed.
