Chairman Rudnicki called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. On the agenda this evening was supposed to be a continuation of site plan review from the HITS Foundation, application #5741. The HITS Foundation (Helping Individuals to Smile) is working on finalizing site plans to build a Sports Complex on Zoar Rd., just within the Village of Springville limits. Unfortunately the HITS Foundation has run into a slight snag in their plans. The company that they were going to purchase the domes from is filing for bankruptcy. HITS Foundation has found an alternate company to purchase from, but they are going to have to change their Site Plans accordingly, but Mike Kaleta doesn’t feel that this will pose any problem. 

Mr. Kaleta did inform the Planning Board that he has received most of the responses back from all the entities the Village of Springville had to submit referrals to, (DEC, Erie County, DOT, Town of Concord, etc), without any foreseen issues. The New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation are requiring that HITS Foundation obtain a Phase I Archeological survey. 
Mr. Kaleta also informed the Planning Board that by next month’s meeting, RJR Engineering should have the storm water for the HITS Foundation site plan done.  Mr. Kaleta also informed the Planning Board that he has been in contact with Superintendent Karl Lux regarding Village of Springville utilities and that there are no foreseen issues.
Building Inspector Kaleta also wanted to inform the Planning Board of an application that may be presented to them at a future meeting. The application is from Kevin King of 
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163 W. Main Street, Springville. Mr. King would like to connect a turn around and parking area that he is currently working on to a current curb cut that would need to be modified thus allowing him two driveways with road access. 

Lastly, Chairman Rudnicki asked for a motion to accept the minutes from the March 9, 2010 meeting. Joe Emerling made the motion, seconded by Renee Miranda. All in favor, none opposed.
