Co-chairman Muhlbauer called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. The Planning Board used this meeting for a session as a continuation to discuss ideas and options of rezoning E. Main St. The purpose of this discussion is to aid in the design of an overlay district in an attempt to resolve zoning issues at the east end of E. Main St. 

Building Inspector Mike Kaleta presented the Planning Board with a proposed Local Law that was written up for the new proposed R-O Retail Overlay District.  Mr. Kaleta was looking for changes or input from the Planning Board for the Local Law introduction. 
The first issue that the Planning Board wanted to discuss was on page 3 section H-1, signage. They decided that they would like to omit internally lit signs. All lit signs will have to be done from the outside. Currently there are pre-existing internally lit signs that are alright because they are pre-existing. All new signs or replacement signs will have to follow code.
The next issue with signage was square footage. The Planning Board had no problem with the total square footage of 32 square feet. The issue that they had was the dimensions that could make up the 32 square feet. Because of this it was decided that a provision be added to the proposed local law that with the 32 square feet, there shall be no dimension larger than 10 feet. 
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The Planning Board also wanted to address placement of signs on properties within the R-O District. After much discussion they decided that they would like the placement of signs in the R-O district to be limited to be centered mid-way on the property frontage or building and to be no closer than ten (10) feet from the Right of Way. 
The last item to be addressed on the proposed Local Law was item H.-1. The Planning Board would like this item to say that the top of the sign shall not exceed eight (8) feet from street grade, instead of the sixteen (16) feet that was originally in the proposal.
Mr. Kaleta informed the Planning Board that he will make all the changes that were discussed this evening to the proposed Local Law and present them at the next meeting. Included also will be a list of all the properties in this proposed district.  

Lastly, Co-chairman Muhlbauer asked for a motion to accept the Planning Board minutes from 04/14/2009. Joe Emerling made the motion, seconded by Renee Miranda. All in favor none opposed. 

At the next meeting the Planning Board will be discussing what constitutes junk yard vs. collision, repair shop, in reference to some properties located in the Village of Springville. 
Co-chairman Muhlbauer asked for a motion to adjourn at 8:20pm. Joe Emerling made the motion, seconded by George Tedesco. All in favor, none opposed.
