Co-Chairman Muhlbauer called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m. On the agenda this evening is a continuation of site plan review from the HITS Foundation, application #5741. The HITS Foundation has hit some snags since the last time they were here. At this time those issues have been addressed and HITS Foundation is prepared to move forward. 
The first thing that HITS had to address was that they could no longer get the domes that they had planned due to unforeseen circumstances. They have found an alternative company to provide the domes with little impact to their plans. The changes were size, the dimensions went from: Height-49ft to 48ft

                                           Width -110ft to 124ft

                                           Length-stayed the same at 220ft

Even though the dimensions of the domes have been changed slightly, there will still be the same amount of parking spaces and virtually no other changes to the site plan. 
The next thing that needed to be done was The New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation required that HITS Foundation obtain a Phase I Archeological survey. Mr. Mike Kaleta stated that the survey has been completed. 
Commonwealth Cultural Resources Group, Inc. (CCRG) has recently completed Phase IB field investigations for the site and found nothing that would be considered significant. Because this project will not impact any culturally important resources, CCRG are recommending that no further investigations are necessary. A report summarizing the results of the Phase I investigations will be forwarded to HITS Foundation on or before 

May 14, 2010. A copy will also be sent to The New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation. 
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Next, the Planning Board went through Part II of the State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR), full environmental assessment form. After review it was determined that the project will not result in any large and important impact and, therefore, is one which will not have significant impact on the environment. Therefore a Negative Declaration will be prepared for the Planning Board to approve at the next Planning Board meeting.
Lastly, Village Board member Jim Bentley stated that there has been some controversy relating to a recent permit request for front yard parking and has demonstrated potential weaknesses in Article VI, Paragraph 200-10:B (5) of the Zoning code. Consequently, the Village Board is asking the Planning Board to review and recommend language that would strengthen this section. Suggestions for improvement include but are not limited to the following:
· A more formal process for the permit application that might include a site plan review, public hearing, permit fee, etc.

· More specific information defining the parking area maximum allowable size (area), location (from house, street, sidewalk or right-of-way), base material and defined perimeter if necessary (i.e. For stone or gravel)

· Access to be from driveway or existing curb cut rather than lot frontage

· Consideration for number of parking spaces per residence as defined in Paragraphs 200-21 and 200-22

· Reference to the type of vehicles allowed or not allowed (i.e. commercial, RV, boats, etc.) in front yard parking as based on zoning districts; i.e. Residential, O-O 200-8(G) and R-O 200-8.1(E)
· Reference to a driveway turnaround area. Specifications for this could be the same as above for parking or for a smaller area and less stringent permitting process. A definition for “Turnaround” would have to be added to Paragraph 200-2(B)

The Village Code will then be modified based on the Planning Board recommendations.

Lastly, Co-Chairman Muhlbauer asked for a motion to accept the minutes from the April 13, 2010 meeting. George Tedesco made the motion, seconded by Renee Miranda. All in favor, none opposed. 

Co-Chairman Muhlbauer asked for a motion to adjourn at 8:12 pm. Joe Emerling made the motion, seconded by Renee Miranda. All in favor, none opposed. 

Meeting adjourned at 8:12 pm.
