Chairman Rudnicki called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. First on the agenda is permit application # 5472 from Patrick McFall for 135 Waverly Street for home occupation.
Mr. McFall stated in a letter to Mr. Kaleta that he would use his enclosed front porch, which is approximately 8’ x 20’, for this use, which is acceptable for home occupation requirements.  Mr. McFall’s driveway and parking area is 1800sq/ft, which is also more than adequate for Article VII of Chapter 200. Lastly, he also stated that his sign would state “by appointment only”, reiterating the point that parking won’t be an issue. Mr. Kaleta informed the Planning Board that Mr. McFall is aware of sign requirements for this application and he will be in conformance with Article VIII of Chapter 200.
After some discussion, Chairman Ron Rudnicki asked for a motion to close discussion on this application. Bob Muhlbauer made the motion, seconded by Renee Miranda. 

Chairman Rudnicki made a motion to accept application #5472 with no stipulations. All in favor, none opposed. 
Next on the agenda were revisions for the proposed Local Law to amend Chapter 200 of the Code of Springville to create a new retail overlay district and to designate certain property at the Easterly end of East Main Street as being in such new district. 
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This topic has been discussed extensively at previous meetings and at this time the Planning Board would like to recommend it to the Village Board of Trustees for consideration at the June 15, 2009 Village Board meeting. 
Chairman Rudnicki asked for a motion to send the proposed local law to the Village Board with the new revisions. Bob Muhlbauer made the motion, seconded by George Tedesco. All in favor none opposed. 
At this time, another topic up for discussion for the Planning Board is what constitutes a junkyard and what to do about properties that may fit the junkyard definition within the Village of Springville. 

The Planning Board would like to wait and discuss this topic a little further with Building Inspector Mike Kaleta. After reading the definitions that Mr. Kaleta provided them, the Planning Board would like to know what is being enforced at this time. They discussed this matter, but feel that they only scratched the surface and have much more work or clarification to do regarding “junkyards”. 
Lastly, Chairman Rudnicki asked for a motion to accept the minutes from the May 12, 2009 meeting. Bob Muhlbauer made the motion, seconded by Renee Miranda. All in favor, none opposed. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:02pm.
